EDITORIAL

Welcome to the second issue of the Calumet
Courier. What? You missed the first issue?
Well, most of us did. An attempt to publish a
spring, 1999 issue was quelled by the original
board of trustees. Though it did not see much
light of day, we're going to recognize it as the
original and continue our chronology with this
issue as Volume 2, Issue 1.

Elsewhere in this issue our newsletter mission
statement appears as adopted at the second
meeting of the newsletter committee. On a
quarterly schedule, articles will focus on the
operation and objectives of our trustees and
committees, as well as other local agencies that
impact us. And thereisalot of impact.

Four and a half years ago, instead of three
hundred twenty-three lots, there was one active
cattle farm. The main road that divided the farm
was named after the owners, the Knaust family
(who pronounce their name as two syllables
"Kuh-Nawst"). In the pastures on the east side, a
silo and manger stood along what is now Arabian
Path. To the west, the farmhouse and barn were
situated on either side of what is now Calumet
Ranch Trail. The dramatic change in landscape
might be difficult to comprehend for newcomers
if it weren't for the current transformation of
pasture to pavement and timber to two-stories
occurring south of us.

On a quarterly basis, our goal will be to keep you
abreast of current and upcoming events and
matters. Perhaps as a result, you may aspire to
participate in maintaining and promoting our
neighborhood. On an immediate basis, we have
a staff vacancy for the community editor. If you
are interested, contact me and we'll award the
position from among the applicants at our July
committee meeting.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

On October 17, 2000 a new complete board of
directors was elected at a special meeting. The
three new members were lot owners, replacing
the original board consisting of two developers
and one lot owner, Jeff Salisbury. A full plate of
"challenges" confronted the new board and many
fell under the auspices of the management
company for the subdivision.

As an expedient resolution, there is currently no
management company. So board members,
aside from regular duties, must contend with
clerical operations. Board member Robert
Zelasko heads a review process to hire a firm by
November 1, 2001 in time for the next annual
assessments. When in operation, the new
management company will have only limited
autonomy to conduct community business.

In the past, expenses were handled at the
management company and then an aggregate bill
was submitted periodically to the board. A
primary policy change adopted by the board will
be to retain fiscal authority. Check writing
requires the signature of two board members to
validate payment, in effect approval by a majority
of trustees.

For many reasons during previous years, the
annual assessment dues were not entirely
collected by the management company as
required by our Indenture of Trust and
Restrictions. Efforts to collect delinquent
revenue and bring all assessments current are
ongoing at thistime.
