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EDITORIAL

The first Europeans in Saint Charles County
considered rivers as their highways. Land was
an obstacle to their travels and early land routes
were known as portages, the best path to haul
your canoe to the next river.

As hunters gave way to farmers, land routes
became the best path to get your produce to
market. Until twenty-five years ago, Saint
Charles County remained rural and so did the
roads. Other than Interstate 70, you traveled a
two lane, no shoulder or curb, follow the
topography blacktop (think Knaust Road).

Spring 1979, reconstruction of Highway 94 into a
divided four-lane highway was completed. This
marked the commencement of the urbanization
of Saint Charles County. Land was converted
from pastures and timber to pavement and two-
stories. The progress of urbanization was
reflected in the spread of new roads.

Driving down the completed Belleau Creek Road,
it is difficult to recall how the original road
appeared only six months ago. However, several
other roads do have remnants to indicate the way
they once were.

e Mexico Road — At the Highway K intersection,
the pavement in the southeast quadrant is
old Mexico Road where it skirted Bramblett
Creek in a nasty S curve before meeting
Highway K south of the current intersection.

e Highway N - At Highway K, the old road
formed a dangerous X intersection south of
the current stop light. Legacy pavement was
just removed for the new Chili’s Restaurant.
However, a detached stretch remains in the
southeast quadrant as a dead end spur to the
MoDOT office behind the new AutoTire Store.

e Highway 79 - the old overpass was east of the
current bridge over |-70. Hillocks are still
discernable where it once crossed. Both of
the eastern ramps were extended to the new
span which accounts for their extralength.

e Salt Lick Road - the old road leads nowhere
just east of the B.F. Goodrich Tire Store on
Mexico Road. The new section aligned with
Birdie Hills Road.
