TREASURER'S REPORT

Last year at this time, 30 homeowners were late with
their association payments. This year, that number
has reached an alarming 55 or 17% of the homes.
Because we are working on a break-even budget, the
money owed is essential to our operation.

Eighty-three percent of the association members are
carrying the financial load. Thisisnot fair.

So far, liens have been filed against 14 properties.
Further action being researched by the association's
attorney includes suits in the Small Claims Court
and foreclosure. Interest charges and legal fees are
added to overdue accounts. If you have questions
regarding your assessment, please contact Jeanette
Coy at Follman Properties (our association
accounting company) at (314) 746-1485.

CALL FOR ASSISTANCE

For the first time since the board's inception in the
fall of 2000, all three trustee positions will be up for
election. The recent resignation of Jim Helton and
expiration of terms for both Dwayne Masters and
Bruce Witwer raises concern for the association and
its future existence.

Each yearly election has seen a sharp decline in both
the number of trustee nominations and voters. No
trustee nominations were received for the 2003
election. If too few nominations are received this
year, the association will be dissolved.

Dissolution of the association would result in the

following:

e Ownership and upkeep of all common areas
would be transferred to the city of O'Fallon.
Residents of the subdivision would no longer
have direct control on how the common areas are
used and maintai ned.

e Residents would no longer have a unified voice in
which to address common subdivision concerns
such as traffic, waste management and zoning
issues.

e The indentures, which ensure upkeep,
management and value for our property, would
no longer be applicable to residents (i.e. a
neighbor who decides to erect a 30 ft. antenna or
start an animal shelter).

e The legal and financial safeguards of association
liability insurance would no longer exist.

These are but a few examples that would exist if the
association were dissolved. If you, as resident of
Calumet Ranch Subdivision and member of the
homeowner's association, value the quality of our
subdivision for current and future residents, the
property value of our homes and the continued
safety and well being of our families, please
participate by nomination or vote at the annual
association meseting and election.
