This meeting will have more than the usual
importance in electing one resident to the board.
For the first time since the original meeting back in
the fall of 2000, all three directors’ positions are
unfilled. This predicament arose through a
combination of one resignation, one term lapse and
one volunteer tenure expiration.

Fortunately, the "Call for Assistance" issued by
Board President Dwayne Masters was answered.
Another encouraging sign is the participation of,
for the first time in association history, two female
residents as candidates. Three residents, Gary
Duke, Pam Lenhard and Kiki King have presented
their nominations in a timely manner for election
to the Board of Directors. Profiles presented by
each candidate are located on the next page.

The assignment of each candidate to the three
available terms will be determined by means of the
most votes received. The candidate winning the
most votes will assume the three year term.
Second place will finish the remaining two year
term and third will complete the term in its final
year. In case of tie votesreceived by two (or three)
of the candidates, assignment will then be
negotiated amongst the new board members. Per
the Indenture, the responsibilities for President,
Vice-President and Treasurer will aso be
established amongst the new board members after
their election.

As always, the annual meeting will provide an
excellent opportunity not only to learn current
status of the association but also to voice your
concerns or to propose your suggestions. Aside
from the annual dues all lot owners pay, the
association has rested upon the shoulders of only
a few. Those few are constrained by the limits and
language of the Indenture, a document which has
known flaws but is nonetheless binding. It will
take effort of more than three directors to work in
committees and on the streets to effect
improvements or changes. If you seek aremedy or
can offer a solution, attend the annual meeting.

If you can not attend, submit a signed proxy to
cast your vote. The Indenture specifies that a ten
per cent quorum must be represented at the
annual meeting, either in person or via proxy, for
an official election to be sanctioned. A proxy form
is enclosed within this issue for your convenience.
You may obtain another copy from our association

web site,_www.calumetranch.org._! Mail your
completed proxy by postal service or send it with
the neighbor of your choice in order for your vote
to be counted. Note that you may designate either
the current board members or a homeowner to

cast your vote at the election.

You aready pay an annual fee to support the
association. Now, get your money's worth. Get
involved. Mark your calendar. Watch for the
roadside reminder signs at the entry ways. Plan to
attend and participate in the association.
Remember, an effort to establish an entertainment
committee, which many praised as a worthy cause,
failed. It languished due to lack of participation.
