Vice-President Kik i King praised the prompt and 
reliable service of the Brauch’s Lawn Care as our 
groundskeeper.  While their rou t ine work is 
noteworthy, they were very responsive after the 
summer storm and complied with a direct ive from 
the City of O’Fallon to clean ou t ou r eastern most 
detention area.  

More residents have reported street creep.  Contact 
the City of O’Fallon to resolve the problem.  

Treasurer Jenn Swatek praised City & Village Tax 
Office as our property manager.  Delinquent 
accounts are now down to only eight homes owing 
a total fifteen years in dues.  A member inquired 
about an independent audit of the Associat ion 
books.  Jenn advised our books are available for 
review by any resident and the Cour ier publishes a 
statement each issue.
